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La mostra coinvolge cinque artisti di diverse generazioni.

Tra il piu anziano e il piu giovane ci sono quarantuno anni di differenza.

I mezzi coinvolti sono diversi € non dimostrano somiglianze immediate. Su un piano percettivo le
opere hanno in comune un carattere introverso, restio a parlare o a mostrarsi.

E evidente che non c¢’¢ alcun aspetto narrativo e quella rotonditd, quella completezza, che si
vorrebbe riscontrare ¢ lontana. Appare invece che ognuna di esse sia fortemente focalizzata su
qualcosa tanto da perdere quella genericita, quell’apertura che semplificherebbe la comunicazione.

Per quanto riguarda la parzialita, che cosi definiamo, di queste opere crediamo sia frutto
dell’attenzione riposta nei mezzi. Questa difatti allontana un racconto diretto e fluente dell’artefice.
Questa deviazione avviene negli attimi in cui liberate le energie utili alla creazione, le si dirigono
verso il chiarimento stesso del fare, anziché verso cio che si vuole far trasparire di sé agli altri.
Quando, le considerazioni sul valore di scambio eccedono nel valore espositivo.

Se alcune di queste opere dunque appariranno dall’aspetto inintelligibile, incompleto, ¢ dovuto da
questo fatto: il medium non ha carattere vicario, limita 1’ufficio dell’artista e rimane un mezzo a
tutti gli effetti.

Diversamente da quello che si possa pensare la necessita radicata nell’unire questi artisti insieme
attiene alla sensibilita, nonostante la loro scarsa vicinanza esteriore e i rilevanti temi etici di cui
parte di loro sono indubbiamente messaggeri.

Parlare della sensibilitd in questo contesto, dove pud sembrare 1’ultimo aspetto di cui discutere,
spinge a riflettere sul sentimento da cui ha origine, poiché non si ha quella complicita della forma
che in molti casi limiterebbe gli scopi a sé stessa.

Per questi artisti il distacco dall’immediatezza formale e da ordini predeterminati ¢ una
rivendicazione positiva poiché rifiuta la sua conseguente estetizzazione. Questa distanza ¢ indotta
dalla volonta di comunicare attraverso caratteri della sensibilita che appartengono alla persona, e
non alle sue categorie soprascritte. Non attinge dalle sue forme, ma prende forma dalle sue proprieta
intrinseche.

Un tale autodistacco porta da qualche parte. Praticato oggi, spinge controcorrente in un'epoca di
culto del sé, del suo relativo ciclo di feedback e di visibilita.

Costituisce, tra le altre cose, un percorso faticoso verso la propria integrita dove la coda non
scodinzola, una cifra di autodeterminazione e autonomia, una resistenza alla subalternita.

Per seguire questa flebile voce ci vuole fermezza di fronte all’inquietudine della poverta dei propri
mezzi e come dichiarato fin dal principio, non nascondono le difficolta nello stare alle regole
odierne.
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This exhibition concerns five artists from different generations.

The difference in age between the oldest and the youngest is about forty-one years.

The methods involved are diverse and do not show any immediate similarities. On a perceptive
level, the works share an introverted character that seems reluctant to speak or to show itself.

It’s clear that a narrative aspect has been excluded and an all-around sense of completeness that we
would expect to find is far away. Instead, they each appear to be intensely focused on something to
the point of losing a generic nature that would simplify communication.

In regard to the partial attitude that can be noticed in these works, we believe it is a result of the
attention placed on the medium. This in fact makes a direct presentation of the author more
challenging. This deviation occurs at the moment when energies that could be useful in the act of
creating are liberated and redirected instead towards the understanding of doing itself, rather than
towards what they would like to reveal about themselves to others. When considerations about the
work’s value as a commodity overtake its exhibition value.

If some of these works seem unintelligible and incomplete in their appearance, it is due to this
reason: the medium doesn’t display a vicarious character, it limits the artist’s duties and remains an
instrument in all respects.

Although it could be seen otherwise, the essential need to bring these artists together complies with
their sensitivity regardless of their lack of resemblance and the relevant ethical themes which a few
of them in particular are messengers of.

To speak about sensitivity in this context, where such an aspect could seem to be the least
discussed, incites a reflection about the feeling it stems from, given the absence of a complicity with
form that in most cases would limit itself within its own purposes.

For these artists, the detachment from an immediate formal expression and from predetermined
orders is a positive reclamation that refuses its subsequent aestheticization. This distance is caused
by an intention to communicate through signs of sensitivity that belong to the person, not through
the description of categories. It isn’t guided by the possibilities of form but following its inherent
properties it takes form.

This practice of self-detachment leads somewhere. Today, it means to swim against the tide in an
era of self-worship and its relative cycle of feedback and visibility.

It constitutes among other things, a challenging path towards one’s integrity, a code of one’s
autonomy and self-determination, a resistance to subalternity.

To follow this melancholy voice requires firmness in regards to the anxiety sensed in the poverty of
these instruments, which as stated in the beginning do not hide their difficulties in following current
rules.
